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	U.S. unveils plans for “passport-lite” ID

The Bush administration has unveiled its plans for the "passport lite'' ID card for its citizens returning by land from Canada, a credit card-size document that features long-range radio frequency technology linked to a government database.

A spokesperson for the Department of Homeland Security said yesterday Washington still wants to get its border security program up and running as close as possible to the original Jan. 1, 2008, deadline, even though Congress just last month approved a 17-month delay in the program.

The next step will be an agreement between Washington and Ottawa on what the Bush administration would accept as a comparable document to be used by Canadians entering the U.S.

by land.

Prime Minister Stephen Harper has said he is reluctant to introduce a national identity card because of the cost involved. There has been hope that Washington will accept existing driver's licenses with enhanced security features. 

While no one would say so on the record, it is highly unlikely Washington would accept less of Canadians than it requires of its own citizens.

"Once these final regulations are approved, we will work with Canadians on what would be an appropriate alternative document," Homeland Security spokesperson Jarrod Agen said.

But in publishing its proposed rules for the card yesterday, the U.S. government said it is "designed specifically to address the needs and travel patterns of those who live in land border communities and frequently cross the border in their day-to-day activities.''

The proposals are subject to a 60-day consultation period in which members of the public and interested parties can offer suggestions and comments through a website.

The passport card, the government says, is good only for U.S. citizens crossing land borders to return to this country or anyone traveling by sea between the U.S., Canada, Mexico, the Caribbean or Bermuda. It would not be accepted as a valid travel document anywhere else. Canadians will still need passports to enter the United States by air beginning Jan. 7, 2007.

Passports would still be the preferred identification at land border crossings, the U.S. said.
CBP prepares pilot program for third-party validators

U.S. Customs and Border Protection expects to complete this month a preliminary blueprint to test the feasibility of using outside auditors to help verify the supply chain security practices of foreign suppliers.
Checking the internal controls of U.S. importers and their suppliers to make sure they can maintain shipment integrity is part of the Customs-Trade Partnership Against Terrorism, a voluntary program that bestows fasters customs clearance on shippers that prove their security systems are trustworthy.

Basham said he has asked his staff to come up with a "strawman" plan for using third-party validators in certain parts of the world.

Third-party validation "is a tool that we can use to get into those areas that we don't have access to," such as China, Basham told reporters.
CBP has nearly reached its staff goal of 158 supply chain specialists who travel to foreign factories, ports and warehouse locations to make sure companies are following their CBP-approved security plans. The agency has been criticized in the past for the slow pace of validating importers after they submit their security plans, …

CBP officials do not view the use of outside auditors as a manpower supplement to speed up the validation process, but simply as a tool to gain supply chain visibility in countries that do not permit access for political reasons or are too dangerous for government validators to go.

The port security bill passed by Congress in late September includes a provision instructing the Department of Homeland Security to set up a pilot program to use third-party auditors to check whether companies are properly implementing approved controls in conjunction with their logistics partners.
CBP Completes Truck Cargo Processing Technology in New York
The following news release was issued by US Customs and Border Protection on 10 October 2006.

On October 5, U.S. Customs and Border Protection completed installations of the Automated Commercial Environment at all land border ports in New York.  ACE is the commercial trade-processing system being developed by CBP to enhance border security and expedite legitimate trade.

ACE currently is operating at all southern land border ports and along most of the northern border. The system provides CBP with the ability to collect electronic manifests for trucks. It also provides the trade community with additional capabilities to comply with Trade Act of 2002 requirements for the electronic transmission of advance manifest information to CBP.
CBP will begin implementation of a mandatory e-manifest policy on a port-by-port basis beginning in 2007. Notices announcing mandatory e-manifest dates for each port will be published in the Federal Register at least 90 days in advance of implementation. The information will also be posted on the CBP Web site at www.cbp.gov   ACE: Modernization Information Systems.  
Carriers may file their own e-manifests or hire someone to file for them. Filers can transmit an e-manifest online using the ACE Secure Data Portal at no charge. An electronic data interchange or EDI, a common e-commerce tool, may also be used. Carriers, importers and brokers interested in using the ACE Secure Data Portal must establish an ACE account and have access to the Internet. There are currently 49 ACE ports in the states of Arizona, California, Michigan, Minnesota, New Mexico, North Dakota, Texas, Washington and New York.
